Naturalistic planting design is a garden/landscape art form whose selection and 
use of plants differs from mainstream ornamental garden/landscape design of the 
past.  At the heart of the approach is a fundamentally new perspective toward 
ornamental plants acquired through closer observation. The aesthetic qualities of 
plants are now considered and appreciated through every stage of growth and 
decay and for all variation of color and form.  A simultaneous shift of 
methodology has come to embrace nature through the use of plants in an 
ecological site-specific manner. Different natural habitats such as woodlands, 
meadows and prairies provide us with a multitude of examples from which to find 
inspiration and common sense in beautifying our home ground.  Species plants 
and selections from all origins are considered part of the designer's pallet, of 
which many are native to North America and more locally, to Maine. At its most 
developed and diverse, it is habitat and food source for wildlife, particularly in 
urban and suburban areas. And, in this age of dwindling resources, it is 
particularly attractive for its potential in reducing resource consumption.
